	purpose of the job 28: Preston North End Community and Education Trust [PNECET] is seeking to appoint a dedicated and experienced Armed Forces Coordinator to lead on the delivery of the ‘PNE Forces’ and 'Back In the Game' project supported by the Armed Forces Covenant Fund Trust and Veterans Foundation. Delivering a multi component programme, the Armed Forces Coordinator will focus on the following areas;
 
'PNE Forces'; This is a football inspired project focused on connecting with vulnerable veterans facing challenges with loneliness, isolation, and wellbeing. Entailing prevention and early intervention activities aligned to the ‘Five Ways to Wellbeing’, ‘PNE Forces’ aims to empower its beneficiaries with the confidence to lead healthier, more mentally resilient lives. 'PNE Forces’ provides weekly football training and competitive match playing opportunities for veterans across Preston who are interested in representing PNECET in local football leagues and tournaments.
 
'Back In The Game'; This project supports older veterans aged 55 or over to access community-based services that inspire better social and wellbeing outcomes. The project priorities engaging those living in the most deprived neighbourhoods of Preston who are facing challenges with loneliness, social isolation, and broader socio-economic inequalities that have worsened since the Covid-19 pandemic. The objective is to deliver new, collaborative, targeted solutions that reduces prevalent feelings of loneliness and social isolation amongst older veterans. We recognise that not every veteran who has a connection with Preston North End may want to play football and may require additional support in connecting to like-minded others within the local area. 'Back In The Game' supports those aged 55 and over to connect to existing services in order to provide wraparound support. The Armed Forces Coordinator will actively work towards locating older veterans within Preston and bringing them together to reduce isolation, support their health and provide opportunities to connect to fellow veterans and other services where necessary. 
 
The Armed Forces Coordinator will work alongside a number of key partners and agencies to support the mental and physical wellbeing of participants who face challenges with loneliness, social isolation, and socio-economic inequalities that have been further exacerbated by the pandemic.
 
Due to the nature of the role it is key that the successful candidate can act with professionalism, integrity and empathy, alongside having a willingness to learn with a measured and consistent approach at all times

• Coordinate social action activities to veterans, ensuring participants are provided with an opportunity to
